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e Free local bus travel anywhere else in England between 9.30am to 11pm

o Free local bus travel between 9.30am to 11pm Monday to Friday and at all
times on Saturday, Sunday and bank holidays, between Herefordshire and
places in Wales, provided that each bus journey starts or finishes in
Herefordshire, or is between Presteigne and Knighton in Powys
